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Family Self-Sufficiency Program (FSS)
What is FSS? The Family Self-Sufficiency (FSS) program is a voluntary employment and savings incentive program designed by HUD to assist low-income families in becoming economically independent and        self-sufficient.  The FSS Program is a partnership between you and your FSS team.
How does it work? Participating FSS families are required to sign a Contract of Participation with Des Moines Municipal Housing Agency.  A FSS Coordinator is assigned and a Service Plan (ITSP) is established.  An FSS family has five years to complete the goals and objectives identified in their service plan.
Who can participate? The Family Self-Sufficiency program is available to residents of Public Housing and participants of Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher housing assistance programs including VASH and FUP.
What are the benefits of participating in FSS? Escrow savings account, case management, supportive services to assist you accomplish your employment, financial and educational goals, goal setting & access to various community resources, access to a free credit report and financial counseling, access to FSS computer lab, home-ownership counseling and homeownership assistance for eligible FSS families.
